The Assessment Steering Committee most recently met on Friday 27 August 2010, 3:00 – 4:05 pm

No proposals for Faculty Senate discussion and action are proposed at this time.

The following items of information are presented at this time.

· The theme for the next Assessment Fest (January) will be along the lines of “closing the assessment loop”.
· Each degree program will be asked to produce a poster on “closing the assessment loop” for the Assessment Fest. These posters will then be used for the April HCL accreditation visit.
· The Assessment Steering Committee will meet with the assessment leaders in the Colleges of Liberal Arts and Business at its October meeting and the assessment leaders in the Colleges of Science and Engineering &Technology in November.

Discussion and issues currently under consideration:
· Ex-chair David Pratt has left the Committee having assumed a full-time administrative position. The Committee thanks Dr. Pratt for his effective leadership and all the hard work he has put into assessment including initiating the Assessment Fest, bringing PNC into the Assessment Academy and helping to implement BALOTS. 
· Jason Curtis has apparently received new, special  responsibilities for assessment, though he is not member of this Committee.

· The Committee will actively seek new members according to the Faculty Senate By-Laws.

· The idea of an “Assessment Summit” was discussed. Such a meeting would bring together all individuals with primary responsibility for assessment of academic programs. With explanations from Linda Duttlinger and subsequent discussion, the committee decided that the same goal of coordinating academic assessment on campus could be better achieved through the annual Assessment Fest and the meetings described under “items of information”.
· The Committee has initiated a thorough reading and discussion of the relevant sections in the Senate’s By-Laws to sharpen its understanding of the Committee’s purpose and functioning. The Committee does not assess academic performance directly, rather, it assesses assessment efforts conducted by the various degree programs themselves.
