II.
Minutes

Officer’s Reports
Treasurer’s Report:  Steve Bensing, Treasurer, presented a report from August 31, 2006 to the present.  There was a beginning balance of $1590.50; $60.41 in income ($60.00 from dues and 41¢ from interest); expenses were $500.00 for the scholarship and $252.00 for ASL shirts. a.

New Business
a.
Election of Officers/Terms:  There was lengthy discussion about the possibility of changing when officer terms would begin and end.  It was decided that the terms would stay as they are, with induction in the fall and election of officers at the first meeting following induction to maximize involvement.

Secretary:

· LouAnn Ramsey nominated Ginny Borolov to serve as Secretary, seconded by Fujii Stockstill.  Ginny accepted the nomination.  (Ginny later rescinded her acceptance due to a conflict that will cause her to be unable to serve.)

Treasurer:

· Dave Demmon nominated Steve Bensing to continue as Treasurer, seconded by Barb Clouse.  Steve accepted the nomination.

Publicity Chair:

· Brenda asked that someone fill the position of Publicity Chair for the coming year.  Barb Clouse nominated Sheryl Sako, seconded by Dave Demmon.  Sheryl accepted the nomination.
b. Set Meeting Schedule:  A discussion ensued about the possibility of changing the meeting dates, times and location.  It was determined that the decision would be tabled until Dave Demmon could send out an e-mail survey to learn what the general membership would prefer.  Newly elected president James West set the next meeting date for Tuesday, November 7, 2006, at 7:00 p.m. in LSF 60.

c. Mini Grant Opportunity: Brenda gave brief information on the campus diversity mini-grant opportunity available to clubs.  Dave Demmon expressed an interest in getting more information on the grant and he will look into it.

d. Children’s Halloween Party:  Brenda asked if anyone in the group was interested in participating in the children’s Halloween party hosted by the FACE Committee.  Clubs are being asked to have a booth with a game or other activity for children of students and faculty/staff.  Due to the lateness of the information, the group decided against participation this year.

e. Tree Decorating:  There was discussion on the annual holiday tree decorating contest.  It was decided that we would follow the theme of Dr. Seuss with books and decorations in keeping with the idea.  The books will be donated to a children’s organization.  Kori Kasten will head the project.
f. Valentine’s Day Bake Sale: Space will be provided in SWRZ inside the vending room and in TECH in the lobby for the Valentine’s Day bake sale.

g. New Website Design:  Brenda announced that Ginny Borolov would be working on a new webpage design for the club with a goal for completion by the end of the semester or soon after.
