Movement Song Team Teaching 

Presentation Assignment

Make sure you are familiar with the material presented regarding movement in your text. Study the guidelines to help you with your movement ideas and use the lessons in chapter 8 as helpful guidelines in creating this lesson.

Use the song of your choice for a movement lesson. Decide the grade level that would be appropriate for this song considering its lyrical content.

Select a song whose lyrics would allow it to integrate well into a content area.

Make up movement or choreography to accompany this song.

The selected song must be at least 2 minutes and 30 seconds in length.

This song will be team taught.  You will be assigned a partner if you can not 

make that decision on your own.

The song should be taught phrase by phrase and teaching divided evenly between partners.

Each student must hand in a written breakdown with the steps they will be responsible for teaching.

Each student must hand in 3 of their own ideas of how they would integrate this song into the content areas.  Please write a paragraph for each idea.

Each student must include the music and content areas standards which they will be addressing with the teaching of this song.

Each student must include a completed peer evaluation.

On the assigned day of presentation bring your MP3, ipod, CD or tape in order

to teach your choreography to the class.

Things to keep in mind:


Play some of the music first to give the class an idea of it.

Teach the entire dance as quickly as you can and modify hard parts if        needed in order for students to achieve success.

Less talk and more demonstration.
