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COURSE DESCRIPTION:
The purpose of this course is to emphasize the importance of art in elementary education and to prepare the student to teach art to the elementary child. 

  

Art is a problem solving discipline.  Unlike other subjects taught at the grade school level, art should be a process and not an end in itself.  There is no absolute right or wrong answer, so given various tools and supplies an art experience will involve the child in the creative thinking process.  The learning is self-made with helpful guidance from the teacher. 

  

How to teach toward this goal will be the main objective of this course.  The teacher should be prepared with a basic knowledge of various art media, concepts, and a desire to help the student grow through the use of these. PHILOSOPHY OF PROGRAM:   
1. It seeks to enrich the sensory perceptions and visual thinking of the teacher and ultimately to enhance these same aspects of those skills in the children whom the teacher will instruct. 
2. It intends to expand knowledge and skills in the practice of art.   

3. It proposes to enrich the ways a person's ability to make aesthetic judgment, furnish norms and develop procedures with which to appraise works of art.   
4. It endeavors to develop understanding of our art heritage, both past and present. 

  

COURSE STRUCTURE:  
The course will be structured to allow participants to become actively involved.  Instructional methods include art production discussions, sharing, demonstrations, lecture, small groups, art critiques, peer teaching, and teaching art to elementary students on Friday mornings. 

    

COURSE REQUIREMENTS:  
1. Attend all class sessions.  Be on time!  This could make the difference between a letter grade!! 

2. Do all assigned readings from required text Emphasis Art, by Frank Wachowiak and Robert D. Clements. (Eighth Edition)  

3. Participate in small group discussions and projects.  Shall we venture into the Art Institute in Chicago on a Saturday, perhaps? 

4. Complete the 5 assignments.  

5. Complete all art projects.  

6. Attend all assigned observation & teaching sessions on your designated Friday mornings. 

  
ASSIGNMENTS: 
  

1. Prepare and present an art lesson or activity to our Purdue A&D 201 class, using demonstrations and/or examples. (Part 6 Teaching Art Production of text may be helpful).  (10%) 
2. Prepare, set up and present a "highly creative" learning center that would help children learn several of the fundamental elements of art, while crossing curriculums of other subject areas.   This will be considered as "THE FINAL"   (30%)
3. Design an art folder with all your completed art projects that will be reviewed at the end of the semester. (10%)
4. Critique a work of your “very own” art done in this class.  (10%)
5. Design, prepare and display a bulletin board that will be up for 2-3 weeks - be creative! The sky's the limit!!!  (This may be done in groups!)  (15%)
