Course Goals and Information:  

The purpose of this course is to emphasize the importance of music in elementary education.

Music is in our lives and the lives of our students every day.  It is the goal of this class to utilize the music around us in our daily teaching.

Elementary educators must know how to design and implement meaningful and rewarding musical experiences for children.  The state of Indiana has required music standards which will frequently be referenced in and out of class.  

This course begins with a presentation of general music information, stressing the elements of music, followed by details regarding the sequencing, scope, and content of music teaching and learning.  Future teachers will be given specific procedures for presenting music and integrating music into the classroom.  

By the end of this semester:

methods students will understand and be able to teach the Indiana State Music Standards so that they will be prepared in the event that there is not a music specialist in their school. 

methods students will be able to comfortably invite parents into the classroom to attend an original end-of-a-unit program.

methods students will be able to comfortably integrate music into content areas.

methods students will understand the catalyst music provides towards higher brain functions.

Class Procedures:  

Concepts will be taught through a “learning by doing” philosophy.
