Course Information:  

Music is basic to the education of all people.  

Elementary educators must, therefore, know how to design and implement meaningful and rewarding musical experiences for children. The state of Indiana has required music standards which will be frequently be referenced in and out of class.

This course begins with a presentation of general music information, stressing the elements of music, followed by details regarding the sequencing, scope, and content of music teaching and learning.  Future teachers will be given specific procedures for presenting music and integrating music into the classroom.

Class Procedures:  Concepts will be taught through a “learning by doing” philosophy.  Class will meet at an alternate location 1-2 times during the semester.

Attendance Policy:  Since discussion and participation are primary in this class, attendance is essential.  Attendance will not be rewarded, it is required.  Lack of attendance, however, will produce negative results. Absences will be neither “excused” or “unexcused.”

Attendance is taken at the beginning of each class.  Students arriving after attendance has been taken will be considered absent.

Due Dates:  Project and assignment due-dates will be given with ample time.  Assignments are due on the assigned day, even if a student is absent from class.  In the event of a student absence, papers should be faxed to the above business number or can be sent in an e-mail as a PDF.  Papers will be accepted at the next class; however, grades on late papers will be lowered one letter to reflect their tardiness.  No assignments will be accepted after that point.
