	The following prerequisites must be met before enrolling in Education courses:
  
· Must have completed 24 credit hours 
· Must have a minimum GPA of 2.5 
· Must have completed Math 137 & 138/139 
· Must have completed Biology 205 & 206 
· Must have completed English 101 






Prerequisites for each Block (the new "gates" system):  

All "ED" courses must be complete with a grade of "C" or better while maintaining a "Professional GPA " of 3.0

These prerequisites apply to anyone who has not been admitted into Teacher Education (approved for methods courses) by August 1, 2008. Find where you are in the sequence to see what your requirements are. Particularly pay attention to the need for the PPST scores before enrolling in BLOCK II (allow enough time for advance registration)!! 
  

Repeating courses: Education courses (EDCI, EDST, EDPS) may be repeated once if the grade earned was D or F.  A grade of C may NOT be repeated.
