PNC SMOKE FREE POLICY

Purdue University North Central is committed to providing a healthy, productive and
supportive environment for students, faculty, staft and university guests and visitors.
Therefore, in recognition of the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency® findings that
there is no safe level of exposure to secondhand smoke; the Americans with Disabilities
Act which requires that persons with disabilities have access to public places and
workplaces and deems impaired respiratory function to be a disability; and the U.S.
Surgeon General@® determination that the simple separation of smokers and nonsmokers
within the same air space may reduce, but does not eliminate, the exposure of
nonsmokers to secondhand smoke, Purdue University North Central shall become totally
smoke free effective November 15, 2007.

Effective November 15, 2007, smoking is prohibited both indoors and outdoors on all
